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WHAT IS GOOD WRITING IN JAPANESE?
THINKING THROUGH ASSESSMENT PRACTICES

Writing performance tests do not have a definite grading system. Rating scales differ depending on the purpose of
writing, or on the genres and rhetorical modes of writing. In this workshop, we will assess comparison & contrast
and opinion essays with a multiple-trait scoring scale, reconsidering what might be considered good writing in
Japanese. It will give you an opportunity to share your views on good writing with colleagues and compare and
contrast perspectives with that of other attendees. A hew scoring system using flowcharts will also be introduced.
